Physical Development

Children will jump and land appropriately, learn to
stabilise and balance using their body. They will
understand the need for safety when tackling new
challenges. Children will use the Little Wandle
handwriting rhymes to consolidate letters they are
finding tricky. They will give examples of a balanced
diet and know that exercise helps our bones and
muscles to grow strong. Children will learn about what
happens to their heart as they exercise.
